A strong focus of their discussions has been how best we can tackle the growing problems
of drug-related crime and antisocial behaviour (ASB) in our community.

Simon says: “The key message from the police is — report what you see. Police services
across the country are chronically underfunded, and it’s understandable that public trust is
diminished when we see fewer officers on the streets, but if we all do our part by reporting
what we see it really does help the police build an accurate picture and then target their
resources effectively.” .
